4, Planning board to determine whether it will require that the applicant prepare
a Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS) in accordance with the
requirements of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA).

5. Planning board to continue processing the subject application in accordance
with the Town Subdivison Regulations, SEQRA and other applicable
regulations. Please see the SEQRA flowchart which accompanies this
memo.
