B. Authorization to sign stipulation with the Ms. Kathy Asaro, Manager of
the Senior Nutrition Program regarding unused sick day

Harter that the following be approved:

WHEREAS, the Town of Ossining has a policy which allows managers and
employees who are not represented by a collective bargaining agreement to
accumulate up to 200 sick days, and does not provide for monetary
compensation for such unused sick days, and

WHEREAS, Ms. Kathy Asaro, Manger of the Senior Nutrition Program, has
200 days of unused sick leave accumulated over many years of employment
with the Town on Ossining, and



WHEREAS, Ms. Asaro wished to donate 50 days of her sick leave to
Ossining Tax Assessor, Josette Polzella, who is currently on leave due to
iliness, therefore be it

RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Ossining authorizes the
transfer of 50 sick days from Ms. Asaro to Ms. Polzella, to be paid at Ms.
Polzella’s regular rate of pay. This resolution shall not establish a precedent
with regard to how similar situations may be handled in the future.
