CALL TO ORDER - PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE - ROLL CALL

The Regular Meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Ossining was held on
March 8, 2011 in the Police/Court Facility, 86-88 Spring Street in Ossining. The
meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Supervisor Catherine Borgia. Members
of the Board present were: Councilmembers Geoffrey Harter, Michael Tawil, and
Peter Tripodi. Councilman Northern Wilcher was absent. Also present were Town
Attorney Wayne Spector and Town Clerk Mary Ann Roberts.

Public Hearing- Considering an amendment to the Zoning Map-James Zappi
At 7:31 P.M., the Public Hearing was opened.

Town Attorney Wayne Spector stated that the Town Board reviewed this request
for a North State Road zoning change which would move a district or a boundary
line for the specific proposal to construct multi- family homes. The Public Hearing
was recommended by the Planning Board after their initial review.

Councilman Harter questioned whether this was discussed at the Planning Board
public meetings and what the general reaction to this proposal was? How many
units are proposed?

Town Attorney Spector responded that there were no specific comments. The
developer will not be able to move on with this proposal without this Public
Hearing. The Planning Board will review the site plan and will then determine the
number of units.

Supervisor Borgia stated that Mr.Zappi has been in touch with the County and it
was determined that the units will count towards the County affordable housing
units.

Andre LaMarre, Haymont Terrace, questioned whether this will affect any non-
conforming locations? Attorney Spector responded that it would not.

At 7:32 P.M., Councilmember Tawil moved and it was seconded by Councilmember
Harter that the Public Hearing be closed.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Councilman Tripodi congratulated the Ossining High School Girls Basketball for
their Section | Semi-final Championship win at the County Center. March 13 - 19
is National Sunshine Week pertaining to open government. Councilman Tripodi
requested that the IMA Meetings be opened up to the public.

Supervisor Borgia announced that it was International Women’s Day.



PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS

Ellen Kahan, Ganung Drive, questioned Resolution F (Calling for a Public Hearing
on the application for a Cabaret License for North River Hospitality Group, Inc., 25
Studio Hill Road, Briarcliff Manor) and reminded everyone that the sound cannot
travel to adjoining properties. According to documents that were made available to
her there are no uses prior to 2010. We need to know what’s going on.

Town Attorney Spector responded that the court decision does not differ between a
restaurant and a catering establishment.

Mindy LaMarre, Haymont Terrace, questioned Resolution F (Calling for a Public
Hearing on the application for a Cabaret License for North River Hospitality
Group, In., 25 Studio Hill Road, Briarcliff Manor) disputing the definition and use
of catering versus restaurant. Discussion took place relative to a letter discussed at
the Work Session with the principles. The Board should get receipts for linens, etc.
from the principles of this establishment.

Andre LeMarre, Haymont terrace, brought his boom box and questioned as to
whether the Board would like to hear it. Will OSHA and the Health Department be
brought in to check the safety as well as handicap accessibility? The contract has
been written as result of the law suit and are the hours of operations determined by
the law suit or the Town Board? Due diligence has not been done. Who were the
lessees in 2008 and 2009? The police believe witnesses and would | be considered a
reliable witness?

Supervisor Borgia responded that it was a written contract.

Town Attorney Spector responded that there were a limited number of issues. The
Town will consider in good faith and will act in good faith allowing a portion of
outdoor activities. The Town Building Inspector will oversee that they comply with
OSHA regulations as well as Board of Health regulations. Councilman Tripodi
provided his cell phone number to Mr. LaMarre and assured him that he was
available 24/7. Councilman Tripodi was publicly asking for bills and requested that
the Board look into 2008/2009.

Councilman Harter responded that the Town Board has a procedure with the Police
Department. The Town Board must now look into the Police response as they are
no longer located on North State Road.

Councilman Tawil advised Mr. LaMarre that he would be happy to take him up on
his offer as long as he has prior notice. The Jewish religious group events that took
place may have been Kosher which means that they do not use any plates,
silverware, glassware, etc. as they bring their own.

Supervisor Borgia stated that the process is to call for a Public Hearing at which
time these items will be considered.

Art Sullivan, Haymont Terrace, questioned why the Priestly Street property is being
re-levied.

Town Attorney Spector advised that the Town has been struggling with this issue.
The property may be landlocked. The Town cannot sell tax liens.

Supervisor Borgia added that this is our final personnel movement with
Westchester County.

Councilman Tripodi thanked the Chief for his service to the Town of Ossining and
to the residents of the Town of Ossining. Councilman Tripodi questioned what was
his role from January 2011 through now? Councilman Tripodi wrote to the County
and has still not received an answer. He feels like things could have been done a
little bit more efficiently.

Supervisor Borgia added that we did this in a phased in matter because this was a
new arrangement that has never been made with the County and it is a little bit
different than the way the County provides services to Cortlandt Manor.
Westchester County was offering Chief Busche the rank of Captain in their police
force and a waiver from Albany needed to be prepared. Supervisor Borgia felt that
the County handled this expeditiously. She also thanked Chief Busche for all that



he has done for the Town of Ossining. Supervisor Borgia read a letter that was
written by Chief Busche. Chief Busche was very instrumental in meshing the two
police departments. As it turned out this process happened in phases it was a very
wise way to handle it this way.

Councilman Tawil added that we all knew that there was going to be a transition
period and does not feel that this process was rushed. This was done in a timely
fashion.

Councilman Harter added that Chief Donato and Chief Busche served the Town of
Ossining in a professional way.

Councilman Tripodi requested a copy of Chief Busche’s letter. Supervisor Borgia
advised that she will put a copy of the letter in the Friday packets.

I. Web QO&A Service Agreement

Supervisor Borgia clarified the cost for the service agreement. We are pursuing
possibly sharing the costs with the Briarcliff Chamber and the Ossining Chamber.

Councilman Tawil added that this will help the businesses in town market their
products at a very low cost to the Town and feels that this is a good program.

Councilman Tripodi questioned Town Attorney Wayne Spector if he looked into
changing the time for $225 a month for three years as opposed to two years?

Town Attorney Wayne Spector advised that if the Board decided to proceed than we
can look into changing it.

Councilman Tripodi feels that the Town board can do a lot more for town
businesses. If our Town Board was pro business then we should move our offices to
North State Road. This would help bring people to North State Road. We could look
into Commercial Incentive Review board and engage the Chamber of Commerce to
the comprehensive plan but instead we want to spend $225 per month to help
businesses and feels that we should be engaging the Chamber first. Councilman
Tripodi added that he will be voting against this resolution.

Supervisor Borgia added that we are discussing zoning not the comprehensive plan.
There are many different ways to support businesses. The Town Board and the
Village Board always work with the Chamber when there is an event. This service
links off of our website and pushes out information to our residents. Supervisor
Borgia feels that this is a good way to promote business and feels that we should
proceed with the three year contract.

Councilman Harter suggested that we table this resolution until more information is
received.

VISITOR RECOGNITION

Art Sullivan, Haymont Terrace, questioned whether a Town vehicle was involved in
an accident and also why was a Town vehicle parked in the Home Depot Lot? Have
these vehicles been transferred to other agencies? Am | to understand that not all of
the police being used are the original Ossining officers?

Supervisor Borgia stated that the vehicles were on loan to the Ambulance District.
The vehicle involved in an accident was parked in the driveway and the Chief and
was rear ended. The woman’s insurance will be covering the damages to the
vehicle. The Town is paying for maintenance of these vehicles and they will not be
transferred until they are paid for by the Ambulance District. As far as the vehicle
at Home Depot is concerned, | don’t have an answer now, but will look into it. Some
of our Police Department is being cross trained and we are experiencing the same
level of service. The Web Group is not in competition, but an additional service.

Councilman Tripodi stated that this was a “Classic lack of accountability”. There
should be decals on the vehicles and also a log of the whereabouts of the vehicles.

Supervisor Borgia stated that it was not prudent to make OVAC pay for the repairs
at Manicchio’s that a number of departments are in need of vehicles.

Mindy LaMarre, Haymont Terrace, had discussion relative to non-conforming use
at last week’s work session. Auto uses are non-conforming, but not to be eliminated.
This protects non-conforming use and allows rebuilding if a catastrophe should
occur.

Bobby Williams, Spring Street, discussed the education that our students are
receiving and we are winning numerous science awards. He is, however, concerned
for those not attending college. Taxes are quite high, but the State should not
eliminate aid to the school as we must encourage our student to stay in school.
